JUNIOR GOLF

1. Junior Golf runs each Wednesday from June 9th through July 14th.    

2.  Juniors 7, 8, 9, and 10 year olds will commence activity at 8:00 a.m. and finish play around 10:15 a.m.  At that time, parents may pick up their young golfers for transport home.


3.  Juniors 11, 12, and 13 year olds will meet from 9:00 a.m. till around 11:30 a.m.  Basic instruction and some type of organized play will be offered to those wanting help.


4.  Along with the director, coaches and members of the Salem High School Wildcat Golf Teams, along with a few SCHS alumni who are now playing in college will be on hand to help instruct the junior golfers.

5.  The Junior Golf Director requests that parents use a rotating system so that you are responsible for three to four players in a group at least twice during the five week lesson.  Otherwise, children 7, 8, 9, and 10 years of age will be dismissed for home transport at 9:00 a.m. after the lesson.


6.  We request that 11, 12, and 13 year olds be picked up no later than 11:45 a.m.


7.  July 14th will be a free play day for the distribution of T-shirts and our junior golf Picnic.  (No lesson).


8.  ETIQUETTE is an important part of golf.  We will try and teach your child some etiquette but any and all from parents is encouraged.

9.  We do not encourage Wednesday afternoon play unless the juniors are not only members but advanced golfers.


10.  Golf is a difficult sport and if you wish to succeed, self determination, dedication, and practice are a must!
